Course Description: 
The objectives of this course are to help students understand the basics about energy markets and regulations and be able to apply economics tools to the analysis of energy markets and policies. The course is divided into three parts. The first part focuses on the economic drivers of energy production and use, and transportation and storage of energy commodities. The second part covers regulation and competition in energy markets. In the third part, we examine policies designed to mitigate the impact of energy production and consumption on the environment, such as emissions trading programs, renewable fuel standards, and renewable portfolio standards. Throughout the course, we will explore and analyze examples of energy markets and policies from around the world.

Having successfully completed this course, the student will be able to:
1. Examine current and historical energy sources, market structures, and policies.
2. Apply economic models to the analysis of energy markets and regulations.
3. Evaluate and compare the environmental, efficiency, and equity impacts of energy-related environmental regulations. 
4. Understand the similarities and differences between energy markets in developed and developing countries.
